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SOURCING

Making great chocolate requires great beans. Purchasing the
best cacao possible often involves seeing firsthand how the
€acao is grown and processed. After confirming the cacao
meets our standards, we test small batches here. If we like the
results, larger quantities are put into production

SORTING

We hand sort every bag and discard beans that are cracked,
stuck together, flat, or germinated, and even rocks and other
foreign material. None of those will make great chocolate so
we take great care to ensure they don't make it into one of
our batches

ROASTING

Roasting is the first step where we start to influence the final
flavor. Unique origins and sizes require a unique roasting
profiles to showcase the flavors and aroma of that cacao.
When you begin to smell freshly baked brownies, we know we
are close, Once roasted, we ccol them down as quickly as
possible so they don't roast from their residual heat
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CRACKING AND WINNOWING

After roasting, beans must be separated from their husks
They pass through a set of grinders that crush them into
fragments. The crushed beans enter a winnowing system
where the lighter shells are blown away to be discarded, and
the heavier pieces of bean (cocoa nibs) drop down into a
collection chamber,

THE PROCE

REFINING
Nibs and sugar are added (o a large drum cylinder with two.
granite wheels. For 24-48 hours, the stone wheels break down
the nibs, releasing cocoa butter to create fluid chocolate: The:
nibs and sugar are ground down to a chocolate that feels silky
smooth on the tongue. Once ready, it's passed through a fine
mesh sieve to remove any large particles and poured into
blocks 1o cool.

TEMPERING AND MOLDING
Chocolate must now be put through a crystallization process.
known as “tempering.” A cycle of heating and cooling creates
the conditions for cocoa butter crystals to set up properly.
Once tempered, It is deposited into a mold, vibrated to ‘
remove alr bubbles, and allowed to cool. The result is a bar:
that has a bright sheen, a crisp snap, and will melt smoothly:
when eaten.
